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Habakkuk 2:4 “Write the Vision, Make it Plain” 

“I will stand upon my watch, and set me upon the tower, and will watch to see what he will say to me, and what I shall answer when I am reproved. And the Lord answered me, and said, ‘Write the Vision, and make it plain upon tables (tablets) that he may run that readeth it. For the Vision is yet for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for it; because it will surely come, it will not tarry.’” 
1) Being Directed by a Clear Vision: This justifies the “Day to Day” rigors of Life.


A. Leads to Purpose, Clear Understanding, Timely Decision-Making, and 
 
     Focused Living.


B. Requires Hard Work, Sacrifice, Extra Mile, Doing the Things Nobody else is 

     doing.


C. 2 Marks of a Great Visionary: Ability to be Analytical and Practical.

D. Story #1: Sharing with a Group of Boys (What is your Vision for your 
Life?)


E. Specific Vision for my life and see these things come to pass as you take 
steps of Faith.


F. Driven to Action: Take the Harder/More Demanding Route that is Well-Lit. 
G. Short-cuts do not lead anywhere but to Dead-Ends, Wrong Turns, and Dark 
     Alleys.  

2) Your Vision impacts 3 Major Areas of your life: Individually, Family, Career.

A. Individually: (Spiritually) When you have a clear-cut Vision for your life that is Directed by the Word of God, it paves the way for a Successful Christian Life.

a. Requires Complete Dependence on God: Prov. 3:5 “Trust…Lean not…Acknowledge…He will direct your paths.” (Direction)

b. Requires Illumination to see Properly (Clear Vision)…We need Light to see Right!. Ps. 119:105 “Thy Word is a Lamp…a light unto …path.”

c. Myles Munroe says, “When you know and understand what you were born to accomplish, that is purpose. When you can see it in your mind by faith and begin to imagine it, that is VISION.”
d. Example: Mike Vick (No Vision or Wrong Vision for his life)
i. Trouble

ii. Wrong Company

iii. Looking for Excitement

iv. Now! Mentor in Tony Dungy (Commitment to Christ, A Role Model, A Team Player, a Successful and Productive Individual in this Nation)

v. It has had tremendous results in every area of his life.

B. Family: Vision for your Family (It’s got to be Clear)

a. Your life will reflect your vision. Is it consistent with what you see for your family?

b. Otherwise: We will send mixed messages and confuse those around us. (Children: Marriage Relationship, Home Life vs. Church Life, Integrity, Tithing, Service…)

c. Example: Ken Lee (Mr. Williams…He changed, family changed)

C. Career:  Business, New Business, etc. 

3) Opportunities or Times for Reflection, to seek what the Lord is clearly saying.

A. Through Prayer

B. Quite Time: For Thinking and Dreaming (Asking the Lord to reveal to us the needs in this world. 

C. Research and Development Time: Notes, Specific Time allotted for this. 

D. Reflection (Journaling): Free flow thinking and writing with no real structure.

E. Problem Solving: Analyzing 


4) You have to be willing to Stand up for what you are called to do.

A. Some will come against your Vision.

B. Are you willing to be disliked, talked about, and even mocked?

C. Depending on the Vision, it may cause or risk bodily harm.

a. Joshua 1:1-9 “Be Strong and of Good Courage”

b. Know that God has given you the ability to match the responsibility.

5)  10 Things You need to Realize a Clear Vision


1. A Clear Vision begins in prayer and is realized through planning and 


strategy.


2. A Clear Vision is successful when the individual is full of faith and centered 


on doing God’s will.


3. A Clear Vision comes from assessing and analyzing a particular need 


and/or purpose.


4. The recipient of the Vision initiates and is a self-starter.


5. A Clear Vision is focused and does not veer off course.

6. A Clear Vision is successful when we depend on God for everything.


7. A Vision must be bigger than the eye of the beholder. The individual must 


be bold and courageous.


8. A Clear Vision is organized according to its purpose.


9. A Clear Vision involves others.  


10. Once the Vision is accomplished, all must give God the Glory for success.
