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Matt. 26-28

1) The Passion has the power to change, convict, correct, influence, 

2) In His weakest earthly moment, he was at his greatest, his strongest. 

a. God’s ways are not our ways.

b. The Ability to resist temptation was just as important as the Cross. The cross is just as equally important at the Resurrection. 

c. They all point to an omnipotent, omniscient God.

3) Location: End of Matthew’s Gospel

a. Narrative Portion (Telling a Story again)

b. Just Finished Jesus’ Teaching Block in 25 (Parables)

4) Ch. 27 “The Guard(s) at the Tomb”

a. Read Mt 27:62-66 [Only reference of all the gospels about a guard watching the tomb.]

i. Pharisees and chief priests ask for a guard to watch.

ii. v 63 “Reference: Remember Jesus talking about the 3rd Day.

1. Call Jesus a “Deceiver”

2. “Planos” (Greek): corrupter, misleading people (same as Jesus used to call them.

iii. V 64 “After 3 Days”: possibly referring to Mt 12:40 “Will be for 3 days and 3 nights in the heart of the earth” [this is only Public Mention of 3 Days in Matt’s Gospel].

a. Sounds more like metaphoric language, unless the Pharisees and leaders understood and knew what that meant.

b. “Or” Judas may have filled them in more detail and explained the 3 Days language as being literal.

c. Said disciples might steal body and spread rumors that he has been raised from the dead.

d. This last deception will be worst than the first.

i. Question: What was the first deception?

ii. Answer: That Jesus was the Messiah.

iv. V 65 Placed a stone and a guard according to Pilate’s orders.

1. Guard: coustodian (Latin) “Custodian” 

2. Roman Custody -> Jesus’ Body.

3. Pilate orders a guard to watch out for any of Jesus Disciples that may come and steal the body of Jesus. This is according to the Jewish authorities who were constantly in Pilate’s ear. 

4. Jesus’ body was in the care of Pilate.

v. V 66 Secured the Tomb

1. Seal: security device “LowJack” ADP

2. Wax Seal, with a cord connected to both Tomb and stone.

vi. The Resurrection, Only God could do what happened

5) Ch. 28 “The Resurrection”

a. Read Passage. Mt 28:-10

b. Sandwiched by this aspect of the Guard.

c. Come back to Mt 28:11-15

6) Ch. 28:11-15 “Guard’s Report”

a. Guard(s): means that the word spread quick and they were probably running in haste. 

b. Chief priests devised a plan and gave soldiers large sums of money.

i. Rumors

ii. Heresies

iii. False teachings of the resurrection of Jesus that still raise doubt in the minds of many today. 

iv. Rumor is assumed in Jn 20:2,15 and appears later in Justin Martyr’s 2nd Century “Dialogue with Trypho”

c. The Enemy is a clever one.

i. Was able to contradict the Truth and come up with lies.

ii. HE is NOT Omniscient.

1. My Opinion: Did not know Jesus would raise from the dead.

2. Knew the scriptures, but would still have to wait and see like everyone else
